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Voting Enclosure

(the “Red Door”)
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Per the BOE, only Voters, Precinct Officials, and Observers/Runners are allowed in the Voting Enclosure - *NO* Campaigners, Media, etc.
This means the Campaigners, etc., *DO NOT* have access to the restrooms and fountains, since they would have to go thru the Voting Enclosure.
